1. Develop and maintain strong working relationships with key customers to understand business drivers and work with the Health and Safety/HR teams to ensure the Group operates an effective Health and Safety framework that complies with the requirements of the Competent Person function, legislation, Health and Safety Standards, best practice and facilitates a positive and proactive Health and Safety culture.

2. Lead the delivery of a central Health and Safety service, offering technical advice to internal departments on how to optimise Health and Safety, supporting the implementation of safe working practices, leading on the implementation of training and ensuring that the team’s activities are customer focussed and delivered to required timescales. 

3. Develop and manage the implementation of the Group’s Health and Safety Policy and Procedures, ensuring that an appropriate Health and Safety management framework is in place for the Group that complies with British Standard OHSAS 18001:2007, including responsibility for managing all relevant Health and Safety management software.

4. Act as an expert source of advice for colleagues, as well as external parties such as the Health and Safety Executive and local authorities together with representing the Group across the sector and with professional networks including the Institute of Occupational Safety and Health (IOSH)

5. Manage the day to day transactional work of the Health and Safety Officer, including overseeing the process for ensuring the effective completion of risk assessments, inspections, recording and reporting of any related incidents and producing reports containing health and safety KPI’s as appropriate to enable the Group to demonstrate both compliance and learning from its experiences.

6. Implement and maintain a system to quantify and record the benefits delivered to the business by the Health and Safety function.

7. Develop and improve the Health and Safety function to ensure that Health and Safety Framework delivers maximum value and manage the associated risks.

8. Through internal and external relationships, research, and environmental scanning understand any potential future Health and Safety policy and legislative impacts upon the housing sector in general and the Group specifically.

9. Work with colleagues within the Compliance Team to promote the principles of an effective business assurance framework.
